Midnight Sun
There are unique regions on Earth where days persist without nights for extended
periods. Here are six places where this phenomenon occurs:

Norway: Known as the "Land of the Midnight Sun," Norway lies within the Arctic
Circle. In Svalbard, the northernmost inhabited region on Earth, the sun shines
continuously from April 10 to August 23, providing nearly five months of
uninterrupted daylight.

Finland: Situated in Northern Europe, Finland experiences 73 consecutive days of
sunlight during summer. However, winters here bring compensation with extended
periods of darkness, when the sun doesn’t rise for several weeks, creating endless
nights.

Sweden: From early May to late August, Sweden witnesses the sun setting around
midnight and rising again by 4 AM. This phenomenon creates a period of almost six
months of extended daylight in parts of the country.

Iceland: Iceland, Europe’s largest island after Great Britain, experiences bright,
sunlit nights during summer. In June, the sun shines as intensely as it does during
midday, making nights appear as bright as daytime.

Nunavut, Canada: Located near the Arctic Circle, Nunavut experiences 24/7
sunlight for two months during summer. In contrast, winters bring 30 consecutive
days of total darkness, creating extreme seasonal contrasts of either all-day light or
all-day darkness.

Alaska, USA: From late May to late July, the sun doesn’t set in Alaska, the
northernmost state of the USA. Conversely, starting in November, Alaska
experiences 30 full days of complete darkness, offering a dramatic seasonal shift
between endless days and endless nights.

These remarkable places provide a glimpse into how Earth's axial tilt creates
extreme conditions, where the sun's presence—or absence—transforms daily life.

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Stock Market in India

We're expected to be perfect mothers, perfect partners, and perfect employees, all while
maintaining a perfect appearance and a perfect attitude. But what happens when we can't
meet these expectations? When we fail to live up to the idealized standards of womanhood
that society has set for us? We're left feeling inadequate, guilty, and anxious.

The Inner Critic: I've noticed that many women in the workplace have a tendency to be
overly critical of themselves. We're quick to point out our own flaws and shortcomings, and
slow to acknowledge our strengths and accomplishments. We're often our own worst
enemies, holding ourselves to impossible standards and beating ourselves up when we can't
meet them. But why do we do this to ourselves? Why do we feel the need to be so perfect,
so polished, and so put-together all the time?

The Fear of Being Judged: I think part of the answer lies in our fear of being judged by
others. We're afraid that if we're not perfect, if we're not meeting expectations, we'll be seen
as failures. We'll be judged by our colleagues, our bosses, and our families. We'll be seen as
inadequate, incompetent, and unworthy.

We're all trying to navigate the complex web of expectations and responsibilities
that come with being a woman in the workplace.

The Need for Support: So what can we do to overcome this inner conflict? How can we
learn to support each other, rather than tearing each other down?

I think the answer lies in creating a culture of empathy and understanding. We need to
recognize that we're all in this together, that we're all struggling with the same challenges
and doubts. We need to create a space where women can feel safe, supported, and
empowered to be themselves.

Conclusion: As I finish writing this article, I'm struck by a sense of hope and determination. I
know that I'm not alone in this struggle, and that together, we can create a better, more
supportive workplace culture.

So let's make a pact to support each other, to lift each other up, and to celebrate our
strengths and accomplishments. Let's recognize that we're all in this together, and that
together, we can overcome anything.

Saraswati Mahal Library 

The Saraswati Mahal Library, also known as the Tanjavur Maharaja Serfoji’s
Saraswati Mahal Library, is located in Tanjavur, Tamil Nadu, India. Established in
the 16th century by the Nayak rulers of Tanjavur, it is one of the oldest libraries in
Asia and houses a rare collection of palm-leaf manuscripts and paper documents
written in Tamil, Telugu, Sanskrit, and several other indigenous languages,
primarily from southern India. This collection comprises well over 40,000 volumes,
though only a small fraction are on display. The library also offers an online
catalogue. Select rare manuscripts can be viewed on-site by prior arrangement.
The Encyclopaedia Britannica describes the library as "the most remarkable
library" of India.

In addition to the library section, a large hall in the Saraswati Mahal serves as a
museum. Here, visitors can see a statue of the goddess Saraswati, a large painting
of Rama Pattabhishekam, smaller but equally stunning paintings of Ganesha and
Lakshmi, miniatures of several Tanjore Maharajas. The library is accessible to the
public and supports initiatives to share priceless manuscripts from its collection,
ensuring that every volume is preserved on microfilm for posterity.
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A trip was organised on September 12, 2024, for the third-year students of A.K.D.
Dharmaraja Women's College, Rajapalayam to visit Bangalore Palace, famously
known as the Chandramukhi Palace.

The Indian Tamil-language psychological horror film Chandramukhi, written and
directed by P. Vasu in 2005, was filmed in three palaces: Ramoji Film City in
Hyderabad, Lalitha Mahal Palace in Mysore, and Bangalore Palace in Bangalore,
Karnataka. Among these, we visited Bangalore Palace.

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Bangalore Palace
Located in the heart of Bangalore in the Vasantha Nagar area near Mount Hormon
Institute of Management, the palace is a historical and architectural marvel. Entry
fees are ₹250 for Indian visitors and ₹500 for foreigners. Spread over 454 acres,
the palace is designed in the Tudor Revival style, characterized by its grand fort-
like structure and lush gardens laid out in front of the palace.

Inside the Palace
The palace comprises 35 rooms spread across two floors, including turrets,
basements, and ballrooms. Visitors are greeted at the entrance by Roman arches,
while the Durbar Hall, located on the first floor, serves as one of the main
attractions. Notable features include a large elephant head displayed prominently
and furniture in Victorian Neo-classical and Edwardian styles, some crafted with
animal legs and elephant trunks.

The palace also houses paintings by Raja Ravi Varma, one of India’s most
renowned painters from the 19th and 20th centuries. The open forum on the
ground floor features granite seating decorated with luminous blue ceramic tiles,
adding to its aesthetic appeal.

Certain rooms and staircases are closed to the public, and touching or taking
objects is strictly prohibited. To ensure the safety of these valuable artifacts,
security personnel are present throughout the premises.

Visiting Bangalore Palace was a fascinating experience that offered insights into
its rich history, remarkable architecture, and artistic heritage. The palace was
originally owned by Reverend John Garrett, the first principal of the Central High
School in Bangalore. In 1873, the British guardians of the Minor Maharaja
Chamarajendra Wadiyar X purchased the land for ₹40,000. Today, the palace is
owned by the head of the Wadiyar dynasty, Yaduveer Krishnadatta Chamaraja
Wadiyar.
