These walls got their name from the Old English
term for zigzag. The earliest evidence of their use
can be traced back to ancient Egypt. They were very
common in 1600s to 1800s in England. The first
ones being built by the Dutch who called them
“Slang muur’ meaning a Snake Wall. The wavy
pattern creates a sturdier wall with fewer bricks than
a straight wall. That's because straight walls are two
bricks thick in order to remain stable. But this wall is
only one brick thick because the curve in the wall
acts as an arch and is very sturdy. Historically, when
bricks were more expensive than the skilled labour,
these walls were considered affordable. But now
that labour is more expensive than brick, these walls
are considered a luxury.
